Shakespeare’s canon firing 
nationwide

Sultry and silly, glamourous and goofy, The 
Powderpuff Cabaret is as funny as it is fabulous, 
and it’s coming to Wairarapa Events Centre on 
the 23rd of May for a night of sequins and sass, 
feathers and fun, glitter and giggles. 
Sashaying and swaying through showstopping 
numbers as the evening’s MC is Mr Lola Illusion, 
New Zealand’s boylesque crooner, cunning 
conjurer, and professional show off. With a 35-year-
strong career in entertainment as a singer, dancer, 
and magician in venues across the globe, he will 
charm you with his smile and bewitch you with the 
suggestive twinkle in his eye. 
He is also known as Ian Harman, the producer, 
set and costume designer, artistic director, and 
founder of The Boom Boom Room Burlesque, 
Manawatū’s premier burlesque troupe, which has 
entered its 18th year of showbiz. The crew performs 
revues across the country wowing audiences from 
Auckland to Invercargill with camp and risqué 
cabaret acts. 
Joining Mr Lola Illusion are a bevy of Boom Boom 
Room beauties. Let Hollie Berry, Papillon DeVille, 
Lulu LaCroix, and Betty Detention take you on a 
fantastical backstage romp as they get ready for 
their latest burlesque revue – overflowing with 
chiffon, feathers, and thousands of rhinestones 
covering practically nothing, of course!
The Powderpuff Cabaret is hilarious, glamourous, 
cheeky, and downright fun. “Bring your lover, bring 
your mother – heck, invite the vicar,” Mr Lola 
Illusion beams. “Come join the fun!”

Shakespeare Globe Centre New Zealand’s Victoria 
University of Wellington National Shakespeare 
Festival is coming up! For the first time in the 34 
years of these festivals, all but one of the canon of 
37 plays was performed in at least one of the 23 
regional events that have just taken place around 
the motu. The only one missing will be covered by 
one of the three national festival assessors, Grace 
Hoete, who will be talking in the last session about 
her exceptionally special experience producing The 
Māori Troilus and Cressida for the Globe stage in 
London in 2012. 
The regional festival saw Shakespeare’s 
contribution to Sir Thomas More, the only extant 
text in his own handwriting, performed by students 
from the New Zealand National Refugee Youth 
Council, under Mamaku Community Works, 
directed by Tama Smith. 
“When 11 students from across Wellington first 
came together to rehearse Shakespeare’s The 
Stranger’s Case, they were strangers themselves – 
each bringing their own complex story, multicultural 
experience, and diverse languages into the room”, 
SGCNZ CEO Dawn Sanders says. “The result was a 
deep understanding of the contemporary relevance 
of displaced peoples’ experiences. Who says the 
Bard’s writing is not relevant?”
The regional festival was “Truly a ‘brave new 
world’ of young people delving into the rich text, 
themes, and thought that went into presenting 
such a breadth of imaginative and innovative 
interpretations of Shakespeare’s works,” Sanders 
continues.
Seeing is believing. On Saturday the 31st of May 
from 9:30am to 5:30pm and Sunday the 1st of 
June from 9am to 5pm, somewhat awestruck 
by having the opportunity to perform in the 
gorgeous St James Theatre, young people from 
all over the country will perform their five and 
15-minute scenes, selected from the 23 regional 
festivals. Among these 48 scenes are 59 
student directors. The skills and educational and 
personal development opportunities gained are 
of immeasurable benefit to these rangatahi of all 
cultural, ethnic, and gender diversities.

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Wild woman era by Madelaine Empson

On the 30th of May, Calla of Ursa will release 
Animal Reaction. Building on the lore of her 
debut as Calla My Body of Water (2021), 2023’s 
Patterns of Remedy, and the 2024 EP Burn Cycle, 
the artist says her third album cements her sonic 
tapestry – one of cinematic magnitude, operatic 
tragedy, and an electronic intensity delicately 
complemented by soothing ballads – and is 
certainly a step up in energy from her previous 
works.
I just had to ask Calla of Ursa about the intriguing 
combination of opera and electronica her music 
pulses with.
“I’m a trained opera singer who grew up 
immersed in the world of classical music”, the 
soprano, violinist, and producer explains about 
how she found and developed her sound. “I was 
convinced at the age of 16 I would pursue a 
career in opera and classical singing. While at 
university studying classical vocal performance 
and sociology, I dove deeper into electronic music 
production as a catharsis. I was inspired by self-
producing female artists such as Sevdaliza and 
Ramsey. I naturally wove in my classical training 
with the electronic music I was writing in my 
bedroom and the two grew together. I still keep 
a foot in both worlds today as I feel they both 
inform and inspire the other.” 
When it comes to Animal Reaction, Calla of Ursa 
says it’s amazing how albums can encapsulate a 
unique pocket of time – or a whole era. 
“This era is my wild woman era; it comes after 
I’ve cycled through water and air elements in the 
first two albums and been ‘reborn’ through the 
flame, so to speak, in Burn Cycle. It’s the visceral 
rebirth of a woman finding her strength and her 
voice again. With that comes the voicing of a 
repressed rage and grief. This is not the polite girl 
who doesn’t voice her opinion, this is the warrior 
woman, a female Lorax, who speaks for the trees 
and for creating a world that future generations 
want to live in.” 
Catch her Animal Reaction Album Release Tour 
on the 30th of May at Moon in Newtown.

Ed Gamble has minced a load of meat (thoughts), 
piped it into a casing (show), and is coming to a 
bun (venue) near you. For Wellingtonians, that 
means the British comedian will be ranting and 
raving about at the Opera House on the 11th of 
June, serving up his new special Hot Diggity Dog. 
“I’m delighted to once again be packing all my 
underwear into my little satchel and making the 
journey to Australia and New Zealand,” Gamble 
says. “Last time I was over, a woman was late to 
the show because a chicken pecked her in the eye. 
That will be hard to top, but we’ll do our best.” 
A farcical feast peppered with self-deprecating 
humour, Hot Diggity Dog is stuffed with zesty 
anecdotes and oozing with Gamble’s signature 
gusto. It comes to New Zealand as the award-
winning comedian’s second Down Under offering, 
with the first, Electric, seeing sellout success. 
The tour follows a busy period for Gamble in which 
his chart-topping food and comedy podcast Off 
Menu featuring James Acaster was turned into 
a live show and his memoir Glutton: The Multi-
Course Life of a Very Greedy Boy was released to 
rave reviews. Other achievements include being a 
judge on Great British Menu, winning Taskmaster 
in 2009, and hosting BBC Two’s The Traitors: 
Uncloaked. Gamble has also been a contestant on 
The Great Celebrity Bake Off and appeared in over 
30 episodes of the hit satirical panel show Mock 
the Week. He very first came into the limelight by 
playing Georgie Carlton in two series of Almost 
Royal among countless other TV appearances and 
writing credits.  
Chocka with “light but tasty morsels from a skilled 
raconteur, serving up animated escapism” (The 
Independent), Hot Diggity Dog will work up your 
appetite for belly laughs.

Deceit and double-crosses

The New Zealand Symphony Orchestra will 
perform a stunning selection of the best-known 
and loved orchestral music ever written, bringing 
Masterworks: Mozart, Beethoven & Haydn to 
Michael Fowler Centre on the 31st of May as part 
of their annual Setting Up Camp tour. With a tour 
programme tailored to each of the five centres 
and exciting, innovative, and accessible daytime 
events happening outside of the evening concerts, 
Wellington’s performance will feature Mozart’s 
Violin Concerto No. 5, Suite No. 1 from Grieg’s 
instantly recognisable Peer Gynt, Beethoven’s 
beloved Symphony No. 6 Pastoral, and the world 
premiere of Kiwi composer Briar Prastiti’s The 
Garden.
Masterworks is led by NZSO music director 
emeritus James Judd [pictured], who delights of 
the programme:
“New Zealand is unrivalled in producing so much 
wonderful new music of all genres. Our programme 
includes The Garden by Briar Prastiti, a SOUNZ 
Tarling Trust Commission which establishes, 
alongside Grieg’s Peer Gynt, an underlying 
presence of the natural world”, Maestro Judd says.
“Beethoven’s love of nature inspired his Sixth 
Symphony, not merely at times as a vivid picture 
but more so representing the personal feelings we 
experience through the spirit of nature.” 
“Mozart’s Violin Concerto No. 5, written at the age 
of 19, features as soloist the superb concertmaster 
of the NZSO, Vesa-Matti Leppänen. Listen out 
for the third movement of this concerto with its 
delights from Türkiye.”

Hold your breath and shudder forward to the edge 
of your seat: Wellington Repertory Theatre is about 
to Dial M for Murder! Written by Frederick Knott 
and popularised shortly after by the 1954 Alfred 
Hitchcock film of the same name starring Grace 
Kelly – who left Hollywood forever just two years 
later to become Princess of Monaco – Dial M for 
Murder is a thriller with a thrilling history! 
Wellington Repertory Theatre is proud to present 
a cast ready to cut the tension with a knife as they 
explore themes of murder, blackmail, and justice – 
which, of course, remain just as gripping today as 
they were when Dial M for Murder first premiered 
in 1952 on BBC Television ahead of its West End 
release. 
Director Neil Brewer says there is always a desire 
for a well-constructed drama.
“This show is a vehicle for Tony, the husband 
who married for money, making the most of 
every situation he is put in. He is cunning and 
manipulative, wanting it all and stopping at nothing 
to get it. Throw in an affair, a death sentence, 
and a detective who isn’t convinced they have the 
whole story, and you have a great drama that isn’t 
concluded until the very last scene.”
Keeping the audience on their toes from the 21st 
to the 31st of May at Gryphon Theatre by weaving 
a web of deceit and double-crosses, Dial M for 
Murder “is set in one location and is a carefully 
crafted story involving blackmail, a life lost, 
betrayal, and a quirky detective”, Brewer says. 
“What more could you ask for?”

Back in a puff of smoke

Defining an era

Falling in and out of love

After years of slow-burning genius, punctuated by 
sporadic yet unforgettable live performances and 
cult-cherished releases, Auckland indie-rockers 
Voom are back with their long-awaited new album. 
By long, we mean a good two decades!
The aptly titled Something Good Is Happening is 
a lovingly stitched together patchwork of songs 
collected, demoed, shelved, and reshaped over 
the years. Continuing Voom’s tradition of making 
heartfelt, raw, and authentic music, this time with 
even more polish and depth, it is the intersection 
of youthful optimism and late-night melancholy, 
where skewed pop melodies meet powerful 
ballads, fuzzy guitars meet emotional clarity.
To celebrate the new record, the band’s current 
lineup – frontman Buzz Moller, Murray Fisher 
(Goodshirt), Nick Buckton (aka SideKickNick), and 
drummer Josh Sorenson – will bundle their latest 
songs in with some beloved classics, pop it all in 
the car, and vroom around the motu, wrapping up 
their four-date New Zealand tour at San Fran on 
Saturday the 31st of May.  We got the buzz from 
Moller about the winding road to Something Good 
Is Happening. 
Congrats on the release of Something Good 
Is Happening on the 16th of May! How are you 
feeling, what’s the energy like in the room?
Thanks, it feels like it’s about time. Everyone’s 
being complimentary to us for finishing the record. 
We are getting brownie points for doing something 
good, whereas I think because we have kept our 
poor fans hanging for 19 years, they should be 
snubbing us like my cats do when I come back 
from a holiday. 
What chapter of your story would you say the 
album captures?
A long chapter called ‘the return from the return 
to normal life’. When you’re young and in a band, 
you feel like you’ve got a special exemption card 
from normal life, but then it ends when the card 
runs out and it’s time to return. You participate 
in the joy of things like settling down, buying a 
house, holding a job, and raising kids. That’s 
some of what we have been doing in the last 20 
years, but the exemption card hadn’t quite run 
out, so we kept meeting up in secret and recording 
new songs and playing the odd gig. A cool record 
label called Flying Nun arrived and after a heated 
bidding war with themselves managed to sign us. 
Then to everyone’s amazement, a fully formed 
album suddenly appeared in a puff of smoke. 
What do you hope your listeners might feel or 
take away from it?
Probably disbelief or suspicion that it is a proper 
album and isn’t just a joke, then anger that if we 
could do it why did we make them wait so long, 
then acceptance and forgiveness, taking us back 
into their hearts as they get hypnotised by our 
reassuringly simple chords and lyrics.

The Lemonheads, “One of the most influential 
bands of the last few decades” (Bandcamp), will 
deliver two intimate shows in Aotearoa this month, 
performing at Meow on the 29th of May before 
shooting back home to the US. Joined by fast-rising 
youngsters Dropper, the 90s alt music pioneers are 
here to celebrate two of their most beloved albums: 
It’s a Shame About Ray and Come on Feel the 
Lemonheads. 
Formed in Boston in 1986, The Lemonheads 
continue to rotate around the inimitable Evan 
Dando, an eclectic music fan, power-pop writer, and 
renowned troublemaker whose voice is lower and 
more brooding than ever now, with a mood that’s 
pinprick sharp and social commentary as barbed as 
it was those 40 years ago. 
On the 2nd of June 1992, in a flurry of activity that 
surrounded the arrival of grunge, the band released 
their fifth breakthrough platter It’s a Shame About 
Ray, with the crossover single Mrs. Robinson 
catapulting Dando into the pages of Interview, 
Sassy, and People magazines.
Come on Feel the Lemonheads followed in 
1993. Into Your Arms had a lengthy stay on the 
Billboard chart, while Big Gay Heart and It’s About 
Time ensured that the Dando songwriting legacy 
remained intact.
In concert, fans can look forward to Dando and his 
band performing both records in full as they revisit 
these songs that defined an era and continue to 
resonate decades later.

Spacey Jane have unveiled their highly anticipated 
third album. Described as “the kind of indie rock 
offering that makes you remember why you’d even 
fall in love in the first place, spelling out truths and 
vulnerable revelations over driving guitar parts 
and buoyant drums” by Paper and “a bold new 
step for the Australian quartet both instrumentally 
and lyrically as they explore ideas pertaining to 
the breaking and mending of hearts” by FLOOD 
Magazine, If That Makes Sense is their most 
ambitious record to date.
“This album means the world to us”, frontman 
Caleb Harper says. “It was born and built far away 
from home and we poured three years of our lives 
into it. I’m still figuring out what it’s about, maybe 
someone can tell me. We’re so proud of it and 
grateful that it now belongs to you.”
If That Makes Sense sees the band uncover new 
facets of their sound as they dive deeper into 
themes of falling in and out of love, overcoming 
trauma, and picking up the pieces. The Perth 
natives are all set to celebrate the new music on 
a worldwide tour that will see them take North 
America, the UK, and Europe by storm from 
September. But first, a massive Australia and New 
Zealand headline tour that has already sold more 
than 50,000 tickets! 
Fall and stay in love with the “synth-spiked jangle-
rockers” (FLOOD Magazine) live at Meow Nui on 
the 27th and 28th of May.

Defining new futures

Innovative and Indigenous

CHamoru/Filipina theatremaker Sierra Sevilla, 
originally from the island of Guam and passionate 
about shifting immigrant narratives, says the 
connection between canned meat and colonialism is 
“so delicious!”
“Spam’s history and how it came to the Pacific, 
particularly the people of Guam, is directly linked 
to WWII. The way that Spam is now synonymous 
with Guamanian cuisine and culture mirrors how 
Guam has become synonymous with the US military 
and what I consider to be a form of modern-day 
colonialism. There’s so much to unpack, but at least 
with Spam, it can be a yummy exploration, too!” 
Sevilla is bringing the Aotearoa premiere of For 
the Love of Spam to the Kia Mau Festival, where it 
will run at Te Auaha from the 3rd to the 7th of June. 
The multi-sensory, participatory one-woman show 
was born when the writer and performer married a 
British man who “doesn’t like Spam”.
“I remember being frustrated that I cared so much. 
After all, it is just a tin of meat. And after exploring 
some of my feelings about this issue with my 
therapist, I just realised how much Spam meant 
to me, but also how much it reminds me of the US 
military presence on Guam.” 
The project took off when she got her friend Izzy 
Rabey on board to direct, resulting in “An hour of 
joy, tears, and enlightening insights” (The Student, 
Edinburgh). Sevilla hopes that by seeing her story 
play out – in a fun and playful way – audiences “can 
relate it to their own lives and the lives of Pacific 
Islanders around the world”.

Raureti Ormond (Ngāti Tūwharetoa, Ngāti Tahu, 
Ngāti Whao) is honoured to present the world 
premiere of He Ingoa at Kia Mau – his “favourite 
festival in Aotearoa”. 
“I first moved to Te Whanganui-a-Tara in 2021 to 
pursue a musical theatre degree, and this was 
a year when Kia Mau Festival was on. I got to 
witness some exceptional Indigenous theatre, 
which inspired me to create my own stories”, the 
playwright and director says. 
He Ingoa first bloomed out of Raureti’s own 
complex relationship and journey to reclaiming his 
name.
“Most of my life, I’ve heard ‘Raureti’ 
mispronounced in every way you can imagine. 
‘Row-reti’, ‘Roar-rity’, ‘Rawiri’, and the one I hate 
the most, ‘Row-tittie’! For most of my childhood, 
it was the root of a lot of shame. Until a few years 
ago, I became an uncle to two beautiful children, 
Te Āio Ā Rangi and Hohaia Te Rau o Te Huia. To 
me, my niece and nephews’ names sound like 
sweet music. Like the voice of the tūī! But I know 
that they will encounter a lot of people in their 
lives who will say their names wrong. This is my 
reminder to them, to myself, and to all the little 
brown kids with big brown names, to make them 
say it!”
Running at Circa Theatre on the 30th and 31st 
of May, audiences are invited to “consider the 
weight that a name can carry; that when you say 
someone’s name, you are reciting the waiata of 
their being”, Raureti says.
Join in this musical ritual of identity as the next 
generation of artists baptise themselves beneath 
the petals of the rōhi and excavate the essence of 
‘what’s in a name’.

Kia Mau Festival’s He Ngaru Nui programme 
amplifies intimate or unheard stories to underscore 
the value and significance of Indigenous narratives. 
Bold and brave, it honours storytelling traditions 
of Māori, Pasifika, and global Indigenous cultures 
while pushing the boundaries of contemporary 
performance in a way that is both respectful and 
revolutionary. 
As part of this collection comes Ka Mua Ka Muri, 
a high-energy, emotionally resonant exploration of 
Mātauranga Māori from Atamira Dance Company 
that blends cultural storytelling with dynamic 
contemporary choreography. The unique double 
bill comes to The Opera House on the 5th of June, 
encompassing and uplifting the voices of acclaimed 
choreographers and long-time collaborators 
Bianca Hyslop (Te Arawa) and Eddie Elliott (Ngāti 
Maniapoto). 
Elliott’s Remain emphasises the importance 
of preserving cultural foundations to honour 
the past, understand the present, and shape a 
promising future for rangatahi, while Hyslop’s 
Whakamaheahea showcases urban Māori 
experiences by transcending loss-based narratives 
and embracing multifaceted identities that 
encompass divine, ancestral, and human elements.
Combined, these two works make up Ka Mua Ka 
Muri, its title derived from and inspired by the 
whakataukī (proverb) ‘kia whakatōmuri te haere 
whakamua’ (‘I walk backwards into the future with 
my eyes fixed on my past’). With an underlying 
sense of “empowerment, transformation, and 
resilience” (Malcolm Calder New Zealand 
Art Review), the double bill relates to Māori 
perspectives of time, where the past, present, and 
future are intertwined. By exploring the significance 
of whakapapa, Ka Mua Ka Muri defines new 
aspirations for the future.

Kia Mau Festival pushes boundaries, redefines 
forms, and forges new paths. The biennial festival 
that will revolutionise Te Whanganui-a-Tara this 
June stands at the forefront of contemporary 
Tāngata Whenua, Tāngata Moana, and Indigenous 
art as a place of intersection where stories 
intertwine, creating an experience at once local 
and global. 
Celebrating 10 years in 2025 and now in its 
eighth iteration, Kia Mau Festival will showcase 26 
shows and a full visual arts programme that spans 
theatre, dance, music, poetry, film, and more 
across multiple venues from the 30th of May until 
the 14th of June. This year champions powerful new 
voices and returning favourites with works that 
focus on Indigenous sovereignty, identity, language, 
and connection to whenua and ancestry. 
Opening the festival at Circa Theatre is A Master 
of None: Brown Fala. Eight new shows from local 
Te Upoko o te Ika a Māui artists make their world 
premiere: Love Letterz, Gates to Memory, The 
Circle, Tūī Girls, ON GOD, I Feel Love, He Ingoa, 
and Waenga. The festival will also welcome 
acclaimed international productions from Australia, 
Canada, and Hawai‘i.
AIGA [pictured] – an exploration of identity, desire, 
family, and of being disabled and Pasifika – will 
make its Pōneke premiere following successful 
performances across the motu.
We are only scratching the surface of an 
unparalleled programme through which audiences 
are invited to experience bold, multi-disciplinary 
storytelling.

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Speaking truth to power

Orchestra Wellington presents Favoured Son at 
7:30pm on the 7th of June at the Michael Fowler 
Centre. The second concert of The Dictator’s 
Shadow season features compositions by three 
titans of Russian music each shaped in different 
ways by the cultural machinery of their time.
Tchaikovsky was revered in his own lifetime. 
His rarely heard Piano Concerto No. 3 offers a 
fascinating glimpse into the composer’s later style 
– bold, lyrical, and rich with emotional nuance. 
This work will be brought vividly to life by acclaimed 
pianist Jian Liu [pictured], a natural match for this 
virtuosic and compelling concerto.
Nikolai Rimsky-Korsakov’s Scheherazade is a 
dazzling orchestral showcase of intoxicating 
colour and exotic storytelling. Our own brilliant 
concertmaster Amalia Hall will lead from the front as 
the solo violinist in this perennial audience favourite.
The concert closes with Shostakovich’s striking 
Symphony No. 2, written in 1927 to commemorate 
the 10th anniversary of the Bolshevik Revolution. In 
this gripping piece, Shostakovich walks a tightrope 
between genuine enthusiasm and ideological 
conformity, foreshadowing the dangerous political 
terrain he would later be forced to navigate. Orpheus 
Choir Wellington will amplify the work’s explosive 
choral finale.
Favoured Son examines the early Soviet ideal of the 
artist as hero, and the complex legacies of those 
who achieved such status. Join Orchestra Wellington 
as we continue to trace the story of art under 
authority, and music’s enduring ability to speak truth 
to power.

Elusive epiphanies

Huber, a tortured genius writer, is on the cusp 
of composing a brilliant debut novel that will 
place his name amongst the greats of the 
English language… if only he could finish the first 
sentence. 
But Huber’s problem is that he lives in Middling 
Heights, where everyone but him is either an idiot 
or crazy – or sometimes both. His neighbours 
include a pathological bureaucrat, a private eye 
with adult ADHD, a terrifying critic who lambasts 
geese formations, a psychiatrist who cures all 
her patients by accident, and a French mime 
conducting terrifying, silent muggings in the park, 
to name but a few. 
This is the stage that will be set at The 
Undercurrent on the 23rd of May for Noah 
Levinson’s [pictured] live storytelling session. 
Of Course You Are, We All Are is a work of comic 
fiction told in 10 madcap chapters that spans a 
day in the life of Huber. 
The dark comedy has a heartfelt centre that 
emerges slowly over the course of the story. 
Of Course You Are, We All Are is a tale about 
procrastination, community, and the elusive 
epiphanies that seem to slip through our fingers 
the moment we begin to speak them aloud.

Healthy habits
For centuries, the 
sexually transmitted 
infection (STI) syphilis 
was a serious and often 
grave condition that 
affected both sexes. 
There was no cure until 
the 1940s, when it was 
discovered that it could 
be killed with penicillin. 
The bacterial infection 
was considered all 
but vanquished by 
the 1950s, and yet, in 
recent years, syphilis is 
on the rise. 
Though the infection 
can affect both men 
and women, it seems 
to be particularly 

common among men who have sex with men. If 
syphilis is contracted while pregnant, it can also be 
passed along to the foetus and have serious health 
complications for the baby. 
Preventable by practising safe sex and using 
measures like condoms and dental dams during 
intercourse, now there is also a post-sex pill that 
can help reduce the chances of contracting syphilis 
by 70 to 80 percent. Known as DoxyPEP (post-
exposure prophylaxis), this new tool has proven 
safe for use and effective if taken within 72 hours 
of exposure and is available to anyone living in New 
Zealand. 
There is no reason someone should suffer from 
a preventable and curable illness. Keep the 
conversation open around sexual health and 
wellbeing to increase education surrounding STIs 
and promote safe and healthy practices.

Staying healthy

Taking charge of your health is always a 
wise decision, and when it comes to sexually 
transmitted infections (STIs), getting tested is 
an important first step. Knowing your status, 
particularly with conditions like HIV, empowers you 
to manage your wellbeing.
Body Positive, an organisation dedicated to 
supporting individuals living with HIV, offers a 
wide range of services and has helpful resources 
available online.
If you receive a positive HIV test result, it’s 
important to begin treatment as soon as possible, 
which is available to anyone living with HIV. 
Significant advancements have been made 
over the years, resulting in highly effective and 
convenient options. These treatments allow people 
living with HIV to lead healthy lives and achieve 
an undetectable viral load. When the virus is 
undetectable, it cannot be transmitted sexually – 
this is often referred to as U=U, or undetectable 
equals untransmittable, meaning there is zero risk 
of passing it on.
For those who receive a negative result, there are 
proactive steps to remain negative. Using condoms 
offers protection against most STIs. Additionally, 
PrEP provides a high level of protection – up to 99 
percent – against HIV. PEP can also be effective 
when started within 72 hours after potential 
exposure. These options are available to all 
individuals.

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One of my biggest sources of 
anxiety is things going wrong 
with my body – which seems 
quite stupid, because all 
bodies will almost certainly 
go wrong at some point. 
What’s that quote, the only 
guarantees in this life are 
death and taxes? From 

twinges and aches to spots and sprains, I’m liable 
to freak out about everything.  
If you’re also an expert at looking up your symptoms 
on WebMD and diagnosing yourself with arthritis 
of the spine when your back hurts, even when you 
are fairly certain that your back hurts because you 
smashed it into the corner of a protruding table 
four hours ago, I thought some of my (other) stories 
might cheer you up.
I have called Healthline for myriad reasons, but 
here’s the latest three in descending order: I got 
something stuck under my nail and thought I had 
sepsis, I had a rash on my foot and thought I had 
meningitis (that’s actually just how my foot looks), 
and I burnt my finger on steam from pasta out 
the microwave. For that one, I physically went to 
ED, where the doctor remarked it was “good that 
the skin is not even broken” and sent me home 
with paracetamol. Just recently, when I had a very 
normal cold, I texted my boyfriend “Do you think 
I have pneumonia?” He responded “Hehehe no” 
which I really enjoyed.   
It’s no secret that stress and anxiety are strongly 
linked to our overall health. By fixating on each new 
niggle, I often make it worse in my mind, which in 
turn makes me feel like it’s worse in my body. I’ve 
had to work really hard to break this feedback loop, 
and while I still have my wobbles (and am probably 
the last person you should be taking advice from), 
I have picked up some helpful tips and tricks in 
counselling. 
Really, it all boils down to anxiety. My number one, 
failsafe hack here is to bring yourself back to the 
present. Anxiety is about future concern, so if I’m 
panicking, I try to stop and ask myself, “What’s 
wrong in this exact moment?” Not what will be 
wrong in a year from now, not in a month, not in 
a week – not even in five minutes. What’s wrong 
right now? The answer is almost always nothing. 
The resulting deep sigh of relief and gratitude can 
usually stop any spirals in their tracks. Then, I go for 
a walk to get into my body and out of my head. By 
the time I get back home, nine times out of 10, my 
sepsis has dissipated!

A word from Maddi... 
It all boils down to…

If you are up early and the sky 
is clear, you will see a brilliant 
star in the eastern sky. This is 
the planet Venus. In any one 
year, Venus is either in the 
early morning sky or the early 
evening sky. In ancient times, 
the morning and evening 
star were thought to be two 

different planets called Hesperus and Phosphorus. 
Venus is similar in size and mass to the Earth. 
However, its surface is perpetually shrouded in 
cloud so that its topography and environment was 
unknown until the Space Age.
It was once thought that the Sun’s energy came 
from gravitational contraction, which was slowly 
declining. Consequently, because Venus is closer 
to the Sun, its evolution would lag behind that of 
the Earth. Perhaps, below those Venusian clouds, 
was a Jurassic world. I kid you not. When I was a 
kid, I remember reading that dinosaurs may exist 
on Venus.
Unfortunately, these physics were wrong. The Sun 
is powered by thermo-nuclear energy, and over 
time, the Sun slowly increases its energy output.

When Neil Johnstone was very young, his father 
would tell the most amazing tales about bygone 
days in the merchant navy, including one about a 
shipwreck off the coast of Aotearoa in the 1950s. 
Having caught on fire, the crew long gone, anyone 
could claim salvage, the British-born, New Zealand-
based multimedia creative says, adding that his 
father used his cut of the salvage to buy a wedding 
ring for Mum. 
Johnstone’s love for all things nautical, including 
shipwrecks, washes ashore at Thistle Hall in the 
form of a joint exhibition with multi-award-winning 
Wellington poet Janis Freegard between the 19th 
and 25th of May. Fair Winds and Following Seas 
features artwork, digital prints, videos, poetry 
readings, ambient musical performances, historical 
context talks, and the launch of an accompanying 
poetry and story collection that explores the 
artistic, emotional, and philosophical responses to 
coastal shipwrecks in Aotearoa and the UK. 
“The poetry, art, and photos are all in discussion

Johnstone 
says, they are “spaces where land and sea meet 
and the past and present literally mingle”, that they 
are physical manifestations of memory.

The Count of Monte Cristo.

A cinematic celebration

Le French Film Festival Aotearoa c’est magnifique! 
Celebrating its 19th year during the 80th anniversary 
of diplomatic relations between France and New 
Zealand, 2025’s cinematic celebration features 23 
hand-selected films showcasing everything from epic 
blockbusters and Festival de Cannes favourites to 
dramas, romances, and quirky comedies.
“The selection brilliantly demonstrates the depth, 
quality, and diversity of contemporary French 
cinema,” Ambassador of France Laurence Beau 
says. “I invite you to immerse yourself in this festival, 
which is a vibrant cultural bridge between France 
and New Zealand.” 
Running from the 4th to the 29th of June across 
several venues, the opening night film at The 
Embassy is Monsieur Aznavour, a biographical 
drama about the iconic singer and devoted artist 
Charles Aznavour.

My Brother’s Band 
follows two very different siblings separated by fate 
and reunited by their love of music. In The Thread, 
disillusioned lawyer Jean Monier is appointed 
to defend a man accused of murdering his wife. 
Clotaire falls for his schoolmate Jackie in Beating 
Hearts, a story wracked by gang violence. In the 
award-winning Holy Cow, a young man must enter 
a local cheese-making competition to support his 
family. 
The Twists and Turns category presents four titles 
full of thrill and tall tales. In How to Make a Killing, 
Michael and Cathy witness a triple murder and end 
up with two million euro and a pistol. The French 
Job depicts a madcap imagining of what may have 
happened to actually stolen artworks. Michelle, a 
retiree in Burgundy, expects her grandson Lucas but 
a mistake ruins her plans in When Fall is Coming. 
Saint-Ex explores the true story of the author behind 
the French classic The Little Prince. 
In L’amour and Laughter, audiences will encounter 
romance and crazy capers aplenty with All Stirred 
Up!, Riviera Revenge, The Scammers, This Life of 
Mine, The Love Boat, and Family Therapy. For those 
who are Très Dramatique, there are six dramas: The 
Stolen Painting, Boléro, The Divine Sarah Bernhardt, 
Three Friends, The Deluge, and Miss Violet. 
The 2025 festival also celebrates its owner Simon 
Werry’s recently awarded title of Chevalier des 
Arts et des Lettres by the French government, 
which recognises his significant contribution to the 
development of arts, music, and literature.

Blankie and hot cocoa in hand, settle into a bean 
bag for a night of film at Southern Cross Garden 
Bar and Restaurant on the 28th of May. This 
edition of the Show Me Shorts winter season takes 
audiences across the globe to the sun-drenched, 
golden-hued shores of Türkiye, presenting a 
collection of five heartfelt films about connection 
and reflection. 
Curated in collaboration with Izmir Cinema House 
and presented in partnership with the Embassy of 
the Republic of Türkiye, the programme explores 
the cinematic landscape of this ancient land, 
presenting stories about what binds us and 
pushes us apart. 
Babamın Öldüğü Gün (The Day My Father Died) 
by Emre Sefer sees two estranged sisters at their 
father’s funeral. While the two keep arguing, 
an incident on the road forces them to choose 
between conscience and reason. 
In Kasım Ördek’s Birlikte, Yalnız (Together, Alone) 
a young couple steal a car in Istanbul when an 
unsettling event shakes them to the core. 
The animation Fabrika (Factory) by Batuhan 
Köksal takes place in a factory that uses 
televisions to turn human bones into raw 
materials. 
Eksi Bir (Minus One) by Ömer Ferhat Özmen 
follows Enver, who is disturbed by a strange smell 
in his building. 
Korkuluk (Scarecrow), a documentary by Işıl 
Türkfiliz, is a story of eco-anxiety and a group of 
women resisting a geothermal power plant project 
in their village. 
Savour an evening of Turkish delights.

Freddy Krueger is touching down in dreamland 
from dusk till dawn for a movie marathon that 
sees all seven of the iconic horror films screened 
back to back. An all-nighter you won’t want to 
snooze through, catch a red eye to Elm Street from 
Roxy Cinema on the 24th of May.
For those who haven’t had the (dis)pleasure 
of meeting Freddy Krueger, he is an evil entity 
that haunts and tortures people in their 
dreams, resulting in their real-life death. He first 
materialised in the cinematic slasher A Nightmare 
on Elm Street (1984) from the twisted mind of 
Wes Craven, before going on to haunt the six 
successive films in this seminal series. 
Starting with DJ Beware spinning tunes in the 
lobby at 7:30pm, Elm Street Marathon presses 
play on the first film in the series at 8:30pm, 
followed by A Nightmare on Elm Street Part 2: 
Freddy’s Revenge at 10:10pm and A Nightmare on 
Elm Street 3: Dream Warriors at 11:45pm. 
When the bell tolls 1:20am the snack break 
begins. Attendees can enjoy bottomless L’Affare 
coffee and gumboot tea, plus a selection of 
snacks – think soul pizza and Krueger dogs! It also 
lets moviegoers get some shuteye – if you dare – 
before A Nightmare on Elm Street 4: The Dream 
Master starts at 2am. 
A Nightmare on Elm Street 5: The Dream Child 
kicks off at 3:45am followed by Freddy’s Dead:

For mother and son creatives Ashraf Pirnia and 
Pedram Pirnia, “art is not simply expression”, it is 
“resistance, healing, and testimony”. 
In their exhibition The Female Gaze and How It 
Shapes Our World at Toi Pōneke until the 30th 
of May, they explore “how visual storytelling can 
restore dignity, challenge injustice, and nurture 
both personal and collective wellbeing” through 
photographic and painted works.  
Pedram’s photography shines a light on the 
silenced rights of women. He has worked 
with development agencies around the world, 
including Save the Children, Family Planning, and 
VSA, capturing social and political realities. With 
the stark contrast of light and shadow, his images 
confront erasure, reclaiming space and amplifying 
narratives of women asserting their autonomy. 
Meanwhile, Pedram says that his mother’s 
practice has “grown from a deep well of personal 
healing; her art is a language of freedom, care, 
and the will to uplift women’s lives”. Ashraf’s 
vivid, emotionally charged, surrealist paintings 
explore the vital role women play in shaping the 
future, reminding us that without their voices, the 
world remains incomplete and unbalanced.
Together, they dive deep into introspection and 
feminist resistance, amplifying silenced voices 
and uncovering layers of identity, truth, and 
transformation in their exhibition. 
“Our work is guided by the female gaze,” they 
say. “Unlike the objectifying lens of the traditional 
male gaze, the female gaze embraces complexity 
and honours lived experience. It sees women 
not as symbols, but as thinkers, survivors, 
storytellers”. 
A call for visibility, representation, and autonomy, 
the exhibition is a powerful act of witnessing and 
an urgent testament to the impact women have in 
shaping the world. Each photograph and painting 
is accompanied by text, “not as explanation, but 
as invitation”, Pedram says, adding that the text 
acts as a “gesture toward connection, reflection, 
and deeper listening”, as well as an attempt to 
imagine a world that is more fair, more just, and 
more humane.
“Every piece in this exhibition is also in dialogue 
with the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), 
a global framework that links justice to action,” 
Pedram continues. “From gender equality and 
good health to climate justice and education, 
each artwork doesn’t only highlight an issue, 
it gestures toward a solution. The SDGs offer 
a shared language of hope and a way to turn 
witness into change, and care into commitment.”
Each brushstroke an act of resilience and 
defiance, each click of the shutter an attempt 
to tell a story with dignity, Ashraf and Pedram 
are urging change and championing the impact 
women have in creating a more equitable world. 
“Through the female gaze, art becomes an act 
of care, not capture. It resists the impulse to 
consume or expose, and instead listens, protects, 
and honours. Our artistic practice is rooted in 
consent, respect, and accountability,” they say. 
“This is not about beautifying struggle. It is about 
holding space for truth and ensuring that those 
whose lives are shared remain visible on their 
own terms; with agency, with context, and with 
care.”

A world more balanced

Having recently repatriated to New Zealand after 14 
years abroad, Kiwi creative James Watkins has been 
reflecting on how lucky he is to call Aotearoa home 
and what a privilege it is to have access to such 
natural beauty. 
“I think it’s easy to take for granted simple things 
like being able to see the ocean so easily or go for 
a bush walk and listen to birds and breathe fresh 
air,” Watkins muses. “It’s good to remember how 
regenerative, how uplifting and healing these simple 
things can be.” 
In his new body of work titled I am nature let me 
in, Watkins wants to celebrate Aotearoa’s natural 
world with his own visual ecosystem at Twentysix 
Gallery until the 7th of June. His unique mixed-
media approach is expressive and energetic, 
unearthing subconscious themes around the idea 
of home while reflecting on and combining ecstatic 
experiences of the natural world with concepts of 
wider universal connectivity. 
“I try to maintain a very open visual language that 
challenges my patterns, tastes, and techniques 
to keep the practice looking forward and not 
backwards,” Watkins says. “My work utilises a lot 
of experimentation, both with movement, different 
materials, and colour palettes. Overall I relate to 
an exploratory, abstract, expressionistic attitude to 
mark making and painting.”
While prompting viewers to meditate on how 
painting can operate as a tool of self-reflection, 
growth, and integration, I am nature let me in 
hopes to inspire them to appreciate the natural 
world around them with more sensitivity, and 
“contribute to a journey of ever-increasing 
awareness and presence”.

Message in a bottle

Te Whanganui-a-Tara-based artist Robbie Motion 
describes his upcoming exhibition Not How I 
Remember It as a message in a bottle. 
“I am conscious of maintaining a human connection 
with future audiences through imagery,” he says. 
“Overall, [I’m] trying to repel the idea of an image 
being simply a record of the past, rather shifting its 
function to act as a record of feelings that we don’t 
have words for”. 
The Page Galleries exhibition that runs from the 
22nd of May until the 14th of June explores the 
“relationship between people and pictures”, Motion 
says. It tracks the “function of images in present 
time” while still considering how that meaning will 
change as “time moves forward”. 
Motion’s early painting practice began through 
creating artwork for album covers and posters for 
local Dunedin bands while studying at University 
of Otago. At once languid and distorted, unsettling 
and melodic, his oil paintings are populated with 
vulnerable figures, their outward physical contortions 
articulating internalised mental or emotional 
preoccupations. 
Illustrating connection – or sometimes disconnection 
the artist says – with the current depiction of our 
time, the works aim to be “more cathartic” than 
shocking. “Images that may be considered potent 
or controversial now will no doubt be a source of 
boredom for future students as the norms shift”, 
Motion continues. “Like paintings in museums, 
the imagery of our time will be used as historical 
evidence just as we have used paintings and 
images of the past to assume facts and feelings of 
those peoples once all other sources have become 
obscured.”

Beyond Wellington, the NZAFA is working closely 
with Art Shows Across Aotearoa to support 
The Stuff Art Aotearoa Gold Award as part of a 
nationwide series recognising artistic excellence, 
with four major regional art shows taking place 
across the country that celebrate our artists. 
Each regional winner’s work will be purchased 
by the NZAFA and will compete in a final round of 
judging, where one artist will be chosen as the 
national winner to be announced at a glittering 
ceremony at Parliament in early December. All four 
regional winners will be on display at Parliament in 
2026.
Back in the city, this is the final chance to catch 
the works of Svetlana Orinko and Jacky Pearson at 
DoubleTree by Hilton Wellington. From next month, 
their places will be taken by two more wonderfully 
talented artists: Min Kim and Pavithra Devadatta.

With a creative force that knows no bounds, that 
is innovative and idiosyncratic, Aotearoa is a land 
of artists, makers, and pioneers. The annual NZ 
Art Show provides a platform for these emerging 
and established visionaries to gain exposure, 
while also serving as a space for art lovers, 
collectors, and passersby to engage with original, 
contemporary New Zealand art.

Johanna Cosgrove: Sweetie 
Directed by Jess Joy Wood 
BATS Theatre, 7th May 2025

Established local and international comedy star 
Johanna Cosgrove brings her new show Sweetie 
home to Wellington for the NZ International 
Comedy Festival. While the material is fresh, the 
premise of intensely personal, no-holds-barred 
storytelling about life and love will be familiar to her 
fans, many of whom were in the audience.
Resplendent in a shocking red crop top, short skirt, 
and her trademark knee-high vinyl boots, Cosgrove 
takes us on a journey through her early straight 
relationships before revealing that on a recent trip 
to Melbourne she fell hard for a woman. 
Along the way, we’re introduced to her tattoos, 
including a badly drawn candle inked by a very high 
Mexican witch and the one arced over her solar 
plexus for which this show is named. We also hear 
about her obsessions with Denmark’s ancient Bog 
Woman and her post-graduation stint teaching 
English to 13-year-olds in Poland who she helped 
to perform Macbeth with witches dressed like the 
Ku Klux Klan. She even slides in a highly topical 
political swipe at ACT Party MP Brooke van Velden 
and an anti-colonialism sex joke. 
Her family come under the microscope in a creepy-
funny story about a themed Christmas dinner 
where every course is dedicated to a dead member 
of the family. Her dad’s PTSD on accidentally 
discovering her giant strap-on dildo also basks 
under the spotlight, as does her discovery via 
Ancestry.com that her great-great-grandmother 
was Indigenous Australian. 
Like all good comedy storytelling, the narrative 
turns full circle at the end when we’re treated to 
a replay of the seduction of her first high-school 
crush. I won’t spoil the surprise but be assured it 
got the biggest whoops and hollers of the night 
as Cosgrove displayed two of her other enviable 
talents. 
I’ve said it before and I’ll say it again: Johanna 
Cosgrove is a comedic force of nature. With 
Sweetie, she cements herself as someone capable 
of seeing her own life’s weirdness and using it to 
delight.

Lily Catastrophe: 
Bottom Surgery 
BATS Theatre, 13th May 2025

Lily Catastrophe, the multitalented comedian 
and cabaret aficionado, has gifted us with an 
encore season of her mesmerising one-woman 
show Bottom Surgery. From sultry stripteases to 
dramatic readings of diary entries, Lily uses every 
tool in her bedazzled box to keep the audience 
hooked as she shares the intimate, ridiculous, and 
poignant story of her medical transition and pursuit 
of bottom surgery in Aotearoa.
Lily’s outstanding crowd work has us eating out 
of her hand from the intro. Although mostly a 
solo show, Calum Redpath supports as stage 
manager, exuberant MC voiceover, and occasional 
reluctant side character. The show is a masterful 
blend of irreverence and earnestness, balancing 
humour with serious emotional punches. Lily 
navigates these contrasts through a series of 
cabaret numbers interspersed with skits, creating 
a dynamic piece with oodles of momentum. She 
doesn’t shy away from the more complex parts 
of her experiences – the times she felt doubt or 
the risks associated with the surgery – but she 
places this in a broader context and helps us to 
understand why trans healthcare is essential 
healthcare. 
Lily’s use of props is fantastically funny and 
effective. The fundamentals of the surgical 
procedures are explained through the peeling and 
mushing of a banana, while the removal of gauze 
from a neo-vagina is demonstrated with endless 
red feather boas being drawn out of a heart-
shaped box. 
There are perfectly observed character acts too, 
such as when Lily takes on the persona of a 
rejection letter from the Ministry of Health. She 
nails the performatively caring and patronising 
tone, eliciting laughter and outraged gasps from 
the audience. 
Towards the end of the performance, Lily makes 
an impassioned statement about the rising 
hostility towards trans folks, grounding the 
night’s absurdities with a sense of urgency and 
significance. Then she brings us home with a 
rousing singalong to Chapell Roan’s queer joy 
anthem Pink Pony Club.
Bottom Surgery is a testament to Lily Catastrophe’s 
talent, wit, and resilience. Her ability to blend 
humour, emotion, and social commentary makes 
for a powerful and unforgettable show.

The Tape Face Show
Presented by Comedy.co.nz Productions 
Opera House, 10th May 2025

Internationally lauded silent comedy virtuoso Tape 
Face, a.k.a. Christchurch’s Sam Wills, returns to 
Aotearoa for the NZ International Comedy Festival 
from a 10-year residency in Las Vegas with his 
iconic stage show. Launched at the NZ Comedy 
Fest in 2005, he has since toured the world and 
stormed Britain’s and America’s Got Talent. This 
20th-anniversary extravaganza brings his most-
loved sketches and some new inventions from his 
Vegas set to Wellington.
All top-rated comedians need a warm-up act and 
that comes in the form of quirky Phyllis, who gets 
the all-ages audience revved up for the highly 
participative show that’s to come. No one in the 
stalls is immune from being beckoned onto the 
stage to take part in Tape Face’s vaudevillian 
sketches. They do so with varying degrees of 
success, but most are rewarded with our host’s 
two-handed ‘didn’t they do well?’ gesture at the 
end of their participation. Wills’ ability to go with 
the flow and gently admonish participants who get 
too smart allows these segments to succeed and, 
even if they fail, they’re still funny. He even picks up 
on the sass of one young participant and replicates 
it at the end of the show to great comic effect.
In between the audience-driven sketches, Tape 
Face showcases his own classic comedy that leans 
heavily into the silent stars of yesteryear and his 
background in clowning and mime. This includes 
the two sketches he performed in auditions for 
America’s Got Talent that the judges described as 
“genius”. 
Throughout the show, an ominous countdown 
towards an unknown, red-drenched disaster keeps 
us in thrall. In case the folk in the circle and gallery 
feel left out, we all take part in the final sketch that 
fortunately involves nothing more devastating than 
hundreds of red ballons. 
In an era of angst and politics-driven comedy and 
too much punching down in the name of laughter, 
it’s refreshing to see a return to a simpler age 
of performance-based humour that charms and 
delights while it amuses.

Ginge & Minge: House of Ick

In the state of delusion that comes from watching a 
show that starts at 9:45pm, we are presented with 
one of the most unhinged pieces of comedy I may 
ever witness. The comedy duo Ginge & Minge (Nina 
Hogg and Megan Connolly) open the doors to the 
House of Ick. Comprising a wide range of skits with 
outrageous yet relatable characters, this 50-minute 
sketch show is a rollicking good ride exploring all 
those things that give us ‘the ick’.
Hogg and Connolly play off each other’s energy 
excellently and are masters of physical comedy. 
They embody their zany characters with no holds 
barred. Not only are they great comedians, but 
they also show off many other talents – such as in 
their number featuring an interpretive tap dance to 
a poem simplified for the modern mind. Both are 
also strong vocalists.
Just when you think things have already reached 
the maximum level of mad, Hogg and Connolly 
push things even further. Not only does it get 
wilder, but it also gets messier. I have never seen 
such a messy show, and I do not envy whoever 
has to clean whatever ‘ick’ is left behind by this 
hilarious pair. This is a sensory experience – we 
see, smell, and hear many things that make us 
want to vomit (in the best way possible).
The set (designed by the duo themselves) also 
impresses. It provides a great backdrop for quick 
changes and houses the plethora of props used 
in the show for one comedic purpose or another. 
I’m still trying to process how these two manage to 
include so much comedy in such a short time.
As you exit the theatre a different person, House 
of Ick certainly leaves an impression. I mean that 
literally – the stamp they give the audience at the 
end of the show will stay on my hand for days. The 
ink is incredibly strong. See for yourself just what 
this crazy show can do for you.

Booth the Clown and Jak 
Darling: Delightfool 
The Fringe Bar, 14th May 2025

Booth the Clown and Jak Darling’s Delightfool 
is an absurdist queer cabaret exploit, featuring 
stand-up, mime, musical comedy, magic, 
and flightless birds. Jak Darling is gorgeous, 
embodying the feminine in a series of elegant 
mid-century gowns and a Freddie Mercury-
esque moustache. They bring sultry vulnerability, 
masterful storytelling, and piss gags. Booth 
presents as more of a crass uncle type, and 
their astonishing physical control and comedic 
precision allow them to make a meal out of 
simple jokes.
There is plenty of raunchy, shock-value comedy. 
But the more dreamlike and bizarre acts are 
what I find most effective. Booth’s sailor vs 
seagulls mime features a sublime and surprisingly 
beautiful underwater sequence, during which the 
character comes close to drowning. Booth utilises 
the audience’s growing concern for maximum 
comedic payoff. Later, in an act of supreme 
silliness, Booth and Jak wrap themselves in 
sheets and transform into a pair of white emus 
lip-syncing Delibes’ Flower Duet.
There are subtle undercurrents of grimmer 
themes; the story is set against the backdrop of 
an impending storm. Radio newscasts repeatedly 
warn that the situation is deteriorating, a motif 
that resonates with climate catastrophe and 
rising queerphobic hostility. This sits nicely in 
an Isherwoodian understanding of cabaret as a 
queer artform, and bastion of genderplay and 
joy. Eventually the storm builds to a cacophony of 
wind and noise (composer Kodi Rasmussen) that 
threatens to destroy the theatre and imperil the 
final act.
But Booth and Jak manage to pitch a tent, 
creating an opportunity for shadow play as their 
figures are backlit against the tent fabric. Through 
the darkest hours of the storm, the audience spy 
on their vulnerable soul searching before they 
emerge to announce that the storm has passed, 
and the magic tricks can proceed as planned.
Delightfool is delightfully silly, well crafted, and 
brilliantly executed. Booth and Jak are darlings, 
and well deserving of their 2025 NZ International 
Comedy Festival Billy T Award nomination.

Barnie Duncan: Ooky Pooky 
Te Auaha, 15th May 2025

Self-described spicy boy Barnie Duncan is back 
in the capital for the NZ International Comedy 
Festival with his unique brand of surreal humour 
blended with a driving emotional undercurrent, 
this time of guilt. The incident in question 
happened during an improvised show in 2017 
when Duncan kissed an unsuspecting female 
audience member on the lips in the name of 
comedy. She seemed OK with it at the time, 
but over the course of Ooky Pooky, Duncan’s 
discomfort with the patriarchal power dynamic 
he created becomes clear. Employing his mum’s 
favourite phrase for “male-adjacent grubbiness”, 
Duncan exhibits his own ooky pookiness in 
delightfully weird and wacky ways. As in his last 
show Bunny, he is accompanied by his sidekick, 
an LED screen that adds occasional commentary 
of its own.
Duncan’s personal grossness seems to have 
been his destiny, at least according to a droning 
British astrologer who recorded his life’s course 
according to the stars on a cassette tape in 1980 
when Duncan was just a toddler. The astrologer’s 
name was Michael Jackson, itself a deep vein of 
ooky pookiness that Duncan has no hesitation in 
exploiting. The Gaza genocide – ‘FREE PALESTINE’ 
beams the LED screen – Russell Brand (on over-
decorated hand towel), and David Seymour (what 
you get when a human breeds with a pencil) also 
come under the ooky spotlight. Less humorous 
is the creepy Indian guru that Barnaby James 
Ganesh Duncan met as a child when he and his 
mum spent 18 months in an ashram.
It isn’t all about the grubbiness, though. Duncan’s 
charming obsession with animals reemerges in 
the form of a moth hooking up with a butterfly at 
an office party, an impression of a stingray who 
can only see out of the back of its head, and an 
extended sequence about ecstatic dust mites. 
Add in an old marionette of Goofy, teabags, and a 
snow machine and you have what his promotional 
flyer accurately describes as “the blending of the 
physical with the cerebral in profoundly stupid 
ways”.

Legends: Mozart & Beethoven 
Presented by  
New Zealand Symphony Orchestra 
Conducted by Masaaki Suzuki 
Michael Fowler Centre, 9th May 2025

Masaaki Suzuki is a renowned authority on Bach’s 
works and on Friday he demonstrated how to 
apply his expertise to other classical titans. Suzuki 
achieved this in such a way that his Bach was 
as beautiful as we would expect and the Mozart 
and Beethoven were comfortingly familiar and 
refreshingly new all at once.
The stage was set, literally, for a Baroque 
performance. Throughout the evening, Suzuki 
used his impressive command of dynamics, 
tempo, and tone to bring forward individual parts 
so clearly it was almost as if they were under an 
actual spotlight for a few moments before melting 
back into the lustrous sound of the whole. Each 
movement of Bach’s Orchestral Suite No. 3 was 
made distinctively different by interpretation and 
performance, but a lightness and fluidity flowed 
throughout.
The same lightness continued into Mozart’s 
Symphony No. 25. The delicacy of the first and 
second movements, almost exposing every 
instrumentalist, felt as intimate as a Viennese 
salon in Mozart’s day although it was a full house 
of several thousand. The final movement had a 
bolder sound. Even as the speed and intensity 
increased, Suzuki’s amazing control over the 
dynamics compelled us forward without ever being 
heavy footed.
The hero of the hour was Beethoven’s Symphony 
No. 3 in E-flat Major, Eroica. Suzuki introduced us 
to a new interpretation of Beethoven that sounded 
as dramatic and original as it might have seemed 
to its first audiences while retaining the lightness 
and fluidity we were introduced to in the Bach. The 
second movement in particular had an intensity 
unique to the character of the movement, with 
harmonic drama and serious emphasis on tone. 
The third and fourth movements emphasised the 
unusual. The complex rhythm and unexpected 
dynamics combined the modernity of Beethoven 
with the Baroque mode and left us knowing we had 
heard something old and well celebrated now also 
new and remarkable.

Re-Engineered 
Written by Regan Taylor 
Directed by Natano Keni 
Circa Theatre, 11th May 2025

A Māori builder named Reg, played by Regan 
Taylor, arrives to a house in Wadestown after 
being contracted to build a gate to keep the 
owners’ dog from getting onto the road. After some 
difficulty in communicating with Karen, one of the 
homeowners, Reg builds the fence while exploring 
his past, alcoholism, and identity.
Set design, also by Regan Taylor, is used creatively 
throughout the performance. Against a charming 
backdrop of panels engraved with pōhutukawa 
shapes are piles of loose wood and a mound of 
sand in a corner. We watch as the set is changed 
and constructed over the course of the play. As 
the gate is built, Taylor uses the pieces of the 
set inventively to depict a variety of objects and 
scenes, such as a moving car or a prison-like fence 
he becomes stuck behind. A particularly delightful 
moment occurs when Taylor transforms into a 
convincing moa with nothing but a sheet wrapped 
around him, arm extended for the neck and beak. 
Reg’s narration takes the audience on a wide-
ranging journey through space and time. An 
imagined conversation with a therapist, played 
in voiceover by Mycah Keall, confronts Reg’s 
alcoholism and flashes back to a time in his 
childhood when he felt unloved and unwanted. 
Together with Kane Parsons’ sound design, Janis 
Cheng’s lighting design is used effectively to make 
these scenes pop, often segmenting the stage with 
colours and focused lights, making the background 
fall away as we are taken with Reg on his internal 
journey.
Throughout Re-Engineered, Reg’s exploration of 
heavy topics becomes personal and vulnerable 
as he directly challenges the audience to confront 
their biases. With the short runtime of the 
performance, the big ideas that are offered can 
feel abandoned too quickly as Reg moves on to the 
next topic. The effect is that the plot of the show 
becomes choppy, and it is difficult for us to find 
a thread tying the story together. Reg has a lot to 
share with us, and I hope that he continues to win 
audiences over while challenging them to think.
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The last time the sketch comedy trio Foil, Arms & 
Hog were in Te Whanganui-a-Tara, they threw bread 
at the audience pretending they were ducks. 
“We tried to throw a slice of bread to the back of the 
room, but we had gotten this really flimsy bread”. 
Then, someone yelled out that they should use 
Vogels, Conor McKenna (Arms) says. “So at half 
time, one of us ran out the back door to a shop, 
bought it, pegged it back, and then produced this 
brick of a bread, and it just pinged off the back!”
Now the internet sensations return to Wellington’s 
St James Theatre on the 5th of June with Skittish and 
an armoury of Vogels. 
Conor, how did you three go from studying 
engineering, architecture, and genetics to 
comedy?  
I wanted to be a stand-up… so anyway, the lads are 
holding me back. Hog (Sean Flanagan) wanted to 
be an actor and I think Foil (Sean Finegan) probably 
wanted to be an architect. Thankfully, there was a 
massive recession and there were no jobs. I still 
remember my first job. I was holding this sign that 
said ‘Comedy this way’ in the centre of Temple Bar. 
I was so excited about it because it meant I got 
paid 30 euro and I got seven minutes on stage. My 
mother, who did not understand this at all, just saw, 
like, ‘He’s graduated from genetics now he’s holding 
a sign – the country’s in ruins!’ So anyway, I was 
delighted.
We were thrown together and then we just went 
from gig to gig. Comedy is one of those things that 
if you do a good gig, it’s a great feeling – a room 
full of people laughing at what you have to say, and 
you’re doing it with your pals. We all wanted to work 
together to make people laugh. And it’s rarer than 
you think, that teamwork. I think that’s what kept us 
together over the years.
What do you love about comedy?  
The real goal of comedy is if you can get people to 
laugh at the absolute stupidest thing that you can 
think of. That real big belly laugh. That’s what I love. I 
don’t really want to make people think, people have 
enough time to think. I don’t want to teach them 
anything – I know there’s a lot of that in comedy at 
the moment, but that’s definitely not us. 
Tell me about Skittish! 
Our show is very interactive. We talk to loads of 
people at the start, and then we use all of their 
stories to inform the sketches. It means that every 
single show is different. Otherwise it’s just you 
doing the material and then going home. We really 
want to be there, to have that live experience with 
the audience. The show is hard to describe. First 
off, it’s none of the material that is on our YouTube 
channel. It’s much more surreal. We’ve got about 
12 sketches, three songs, Irish traditional songs, 
a cappella songs, and they’re all silly. We’ve got 
a sketch about a zoo that’s 100-percent humane 
because the owner has replaced all of the animals 
with amateur actors, but he’s still treating it like a 
regular zoo so it’s falling apart. It’s just bat sh*t, 
basically!
